Incident Narrative 

On Friday 3-6-09 at 2352 hrs. the Washington Township Police Department responded to a serious motor vehicle 
crash at the intersection of SH 42 and Tuckahoe Rd. (CR #555)  A Lincoln town car (Vehicle #2) was apparantly  
stopped on SH 42 southbound in the right turn lane leading to CR 555.  A 1988 Ford pick up truck (Vehicle #1) was 
traveling southbound on SH 42 and merged into the right turn lane and struck vehicle #2 from the rear.  The impact 
ignited a fire in vehicle #2.  
 
Lieutenant Kennedy of the Washington Township Police Department was working an off duty job in the vacinity of 
the crash and was on of the first on scene.  Lieutenant Kennedy along with two other individuals pulled Driver #2 
from the burning vehicle.  The Washington Township Fire Department responded to the scene for fire control.  The 
Gloucester County Prosecutor's Office also responded to assit with the investigation. Driver #1 was flown to Cooper 
Medical Center in Camden, NJ and Driver #2 was transported to Crozer-Chester Burn Center in Pennsylvania to be 
treated for their injuries.
